


Minutes for the January 9, 2022, Meeting of the Friends of the Salem Libvrary

The January 9, 2022, meeting of the Friends of the Salem Library was called to order by the president, John Spruhan.
There were 10 members present.
The secretary read the minutes of the previous meeting which were approved as read.
Treasurer Ken Sosnowski made the treasurer’s report. He highlighted information from the last quarter of 2021 and the summary report for the year. We are now getting income from the printer. We received a $1,500.00 donation from Ken and Catherine Nugent who have donated before.  Our monthly storage rental is going up. We may also have to pay monthly insurance. Ken is looking into whether the insurance might come under some city coverage. Our total balance as of the report was $26,695.99.
Ken also gave a membership breakdown which included 1 sustaining member, 52 life members, and a membership total of 100 as of the meeting. He has checked with the new city attorney who will serve as the attorney of the Friends. Our attorney has to sign off on some documents periodically. We made $77.00 from the sale before Christmas. While we did not sell many books the event was excellent publicity for the Friends at the Market and at the Salem Museum where the Library had handouts for children. 
There was a discussion of Amazon Smiles and other programs that might bring in funds for the Friends. Lydia Spruhan has been our source of information for Amazon Smiles. Ken will look into other possibilities.
The Treasurer’s report was approved as read.
Old Business was covered in the reports above.
New Business
There was an announcement that the board will meet following the March meeting.
The Library plans to hold the Spring Art Show this year. There would be too many people for the meeting room under current conditions. Also the display system they have been using for the art is not ideal. The staff is asking for funds for four mobile display towers which can be used in the main library or even outside. The towers will also have other uses.
There are plans to rearrange the Children’s Section and redecorate. There is city money for part of what is needed. The request is for other improvements including the following: comfy reading chair, comfy reading coach, engineering set, homework table, magnetic board, mobile book display, Pete the Cat carpet, toddler chair, and toddler coach. 
The total request for funds is not to exceed $7,200.00. John Spruhan moved that we approve these funds not to exceed $7,200.00. Ken Sosnowski seconded the motion. The motion passed.
The slate of candidates for the 2022 election was presented. Bill Chaffin moved we accept the slate and elect the candidates by acclamation. The motion was seconded and passed. The slate  is listed below and was listed on the meeting notice for the January meeting.
